Sheep Showcase and Sheep Display  
in Ag-tivity in the City

The Calgary Stampede Sheep Committee in partnership 
with Alberta Lamb Producers and the Alberta Sheep 
Breeders Association will again this year be promoting 
the Alberta and Canadian sheep industry at the Sheep 
Showcase in the Agricultural Building and in the Ag-tivity 
in the City pavilion. Last year’s inaugural launching of 
both these events proved to be highly successful and this 
year is shaping up to be even better because the Calgary 
Stampede has undertaken to make a significant invest-
ment to enhance the presentations at both venues. The 
display in Ag-tivity in the City will be active throughout 
the entire “10 days of Stampede” from 
July 8 to 17 and the Sheep Showcase in the Agricultural 
Building will run from July 12 to 17. Given that each day, 
over 30,000 visitors passed through these venues last 
year, it is an unparalleled opportunity to showcase our 
sheep industry. All sheep breeders are invited to display 
their sheep and promote their farm operations during 
the Sheep Showcase, and commercial enterprises that 
are related to the sheep industry are also encouraged to 
participate. Like last year, the Calgary Stampede has un-
dertaken to accommodate flexible scheduling and ease 
of entry and departure. Also, like last year, we are solicit-
ing volunteers from the sheep community to help man 
the booths and act as spokespersons for our industry. 
Volunteers will receive free entry to the Stampede and 
free parking.
